This agreement (“Agreement”) is entered into this ______ day of _________________, 20_____ (“Effective Date”) between The IIIB’s Foundation (“Affiliate”) and_________________________________________ (“Sponsor”) to set forth the terms and conditions upon which Sponsor agrees to be a local sponsor of the 2015 5th Annual Pink Tie Charity Ball (“Ball”).
1. General. The Event is conducted by The IIIB’s Foundation (“Organization”) to provide comfort and resource information to breast cancer patients. The Organization is a non-profit organization exempt from federal tax pursuant to Internal Revenue Code section §501(c)(3), federal tax identification number 45-2048456.
2. Term. This Agreement will begin on the Effective Date set forth above and end on February 14, 2015, the scheduled date for completion of the Event (“Term”).
3. Event Date. Affiliate will use its best efforts to conduct the Event on February 14, 2015.
4. Sponsorship Benefits/Payment. Sponsor shall receive the sponsorship benefits set forth in the 2014 4th Annual Pink Tie Charity Ball Sponsorship Opportunities brochure. The Organization reserves the right to make non-material modifications to those benefits from time-to-time. Sponsor shall be responsible, as between Sponsor and Organization, for any injuries or damages caused by or to said individuals.
